Worship at Immanuel is...

Christ Centered. We believe that at the heart of worship is the Good News that
God has rescued us from our sins through Jesus' death on the cross and rising to
life again.

Trinitarian. We believe that the object of worship is the only true God—The
Trinity: Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.

Multigenerational. We believe that it is a great blessing for family members to
worship together. Taking seriously Jesus' words, “Let the little children come to
me and so not forbid them” (Mark 10:14), we encourage children to worship with
their parents and grandparents and provide resources such as children's bulletins
and children's sermons.

Eclectic. Eclectic means, “selecting what seems best of various sources.” We
believe that we should strive to use the best hymns and practices that the church
has to offer.

Jesus said to her, “You
are right in saying, ‘I have no husband’; *¥for you have had five husbands, and the
one you now have is not your husband. What you have said is true.” **The woman
said to him, “Sir, I perceive that you are a prophet. 20Our fathers worshiped on
this mountain, but you say that in Jerusalem is the place where people ought to
worship.” ?Jesus said to her, “Woman, believe me, the hour is coming when
neither on this mountain nor in Jerusalem will you worship the Father. ?2You
worship what you do not know; we worship what we know, for salvation is from
the Jews. 2°But the hour is coming, and is now here, when the true worshipers will
worship the Father in spirit and truth, for the Father is seeking such people to
worship him. 2*God is spirit, and those who worship him must worship in spirit
and truth.” ?The woman said to him, “I know that Messiah is coming (he who is
called Christ). When he comes, he will tell us all things.” *®Jesus said to her, “I
who speak to you am he.” ?"Just then his disciples came back. They marveled
that he was talking with a woman, but no one said, “What do you seek?” or, “Why
are you talking with her?” 2So the woman left her water jar and went away into
town and said to the people, ?°*“Come, see a man who told me all that I ever did.
Can this be the Christ?” 3°They went out of the town and were coming to him....
%Many Samaritans from that town believed in him because of the woman’s
testimony, “He told me all that I ever did.” “°So when the Samaritans came to him,
they asked him to stay with them, and he stayed there two days. “*And many more
believed because of his word. “?They said to the woman, “It is no longer because
of what you said that we believe, for we have heard for ourselves, and we know
that this is indeed the Savior of the world.”
